- Blocky mix of wild cherry, 
alder and hazel depending 
on micro-site conditions.

Occasional single and small groups of 
broadleaves strategically placed in open ground 
adjacent to access routes, for amenity value.
Oak, rowan, hazel or crab apple for example. 

Productive conifer:
Norway spruce, Douglas fir
birch, common alder

Norway spruce/Douglas fir concentrated on 
lower slopes, Macedonian pine on upper slopes:
Area distinction on ground likely to be more 
gradual, with some mixed species overlap
